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I saw a visually impaired woman with a guide dog on the street. That was the first time
for me to see a guide dog. When they were walking down the street, they met some girls.
Then, the girls C[ begin ] to talk to the dog.

The woman asked them to stop. I didn’t know why. When I went home, I asked my mother
some questions about guide dogs. My mother didn’t know well, so we went to a training center
for guide dogs in my summer vacation.

People in the training center kindly told us about guide dogs. Guide dogs are very gentle,
@ FacbB3 T o2 bMEMLEEHD EFHA). There aren’t enough guide dogs in Japan, so

many visually impaired people are waiting for guide dogs. And there are some important

things about guide dogs. First, when we see a guide dog in a town, we shouldn’t talk to it,
or ( @ ) food to it because it is working for a visually impaired person. Second, a guide
dog can ( @ ) a visually impaired person to a place, but the dog doesn’'t know every place.
If we find that a visually impaired person with a guide dog has lost their way, we can ask the

person "". Some people may not know these things, so I want you to know them.
I also learned that ®many volunteers support guide dogs. For example, some volunteers clean

the dogs’ rooms in the training center. And other volunteers take care of the dogs for about
a year at home when they are babies. Guide dogs work for visually impaired people for about
eight years. After that, they stop working as guide dogs, and some of them move to other
volunteers’ homes. Each dog spends its life there and the family takes care of it as a member
of the family.

I learned many things about guide dogs. And I will try to do many things for guide dogs
and visually impaired people.
